Warning: The installation of this kit is recommended to be installed by a licensed professional. The improper
installation of this kit will void all warranties.

The control box that is used to power the wheel well tubes must be installed in a dry location. Having the
control box exposed to water will cause the control box to fail. Any water damage or corrosion to this part
will void all warranties.

(4) 24 Inch Flexible SMD LED Tubes . (30) Self Tapping Screws
(1) Control Box . (20) Zip-Ties
(1) Wireless Remote

Wheel Well Lighting Kit Installation:

1. Arrange the tubes out on the ground and test the kit to ensure proper functionality before installing. This
can be done by applying the power and ground wires from the control box directly to the vehicle’s battery
with the wheel well tubes connected to the control box. Power the kit by pressing the power button on the
wireless remote. Once you have confirmed that the system is functioning properly, disconnect the control
box from power. Please refer to the schematic below for proper placement of the tubes and the control box
in your vehicle.

2. Optional: Raise and support the vehicle if necessary. For an easier installation of the wheel well tubes,
remove the vehicle’s wheels if needed.

3. Start with the driver’s side tube and mount it with plenty of clearance from any heat sources, suspension
and moving parts. The flexible tube can be contoured and mounted on top of the wheel or behind the strut
with the included self-tapping screws.

Repeat Step #3 for the remaining 3 tubes. It is extremely important to ensure the tubes do not come into any
contact with any heat sources, suspension and/or moving parts. It is best to route all four of the wheel well
tube wiring to the same location, where the control box is going to be mounted inside of the vehicle in
order to connect the wheel well tubes to the control box. Secure any excess tube wiring using the included
zip ties.

If you removed the vehicle’s wheels, you can now reinstall them in accordance to factory specifications.

After the tubes have been mounted and the wheels have been reinstalled back in place, turn the steering
wheel all the way to the right and left several times to ensure the tubes do not come into any contact with
the wheels or any other moving parts. If there is clearance between the tubes and the wheels, you may
resume the installation.

Find a safe, secure and dry location to mount the control box. The control box was not designed to
withstand water or the elements. We recommend mounting the control box inside of the vehicle.

Starting with one tube, connect the wire with the white stripe to the (+) port on the control box and the
solid black wire to the (-) port on the control box. Make sure to secure the wires to any suspension parts by
using the included zip ties. Leave at least 10 inches between the exhaust and the wires to prevent damages.

Repeat step #8 for the remaining 3 tubes for connecting them to the control box.

Connect the red power wire to a positive (+) 12 volt source. If you need to extend the red and black power
wires, be sure to use 16 or 18 gauge automotive grade wiring. If you are running the wires to your vehicle’s
battery, it must go through the firewall by using an existing grommet or by drilling a hole and adding a new
grommet in its place. Be sure to install the fuse back onto the power wire within 6 inches of the battery. If
you connect the power wires to a switched source, the control box will not remember the pattern the kit was
last on. If you connect the power wires to a constant source, the control box will remember the pattern the
kit was last on. Also, when connected to a constant source, you will need to physically turn the kit off as it
will not power down with your vehicle. If you want to obtain power from your vehicle’s fuse box, we
recommend using LEDGlow’s Expandable Circuit which is available at www.LEDGIlow.com. Connect the
black wire to a good, unpainted metal surface under the dash at any main bracket or grounding block. If
you are connecting the wires to your vehicle’s battery, connect the black wire to the negative (-) terminal of
the battery.

Lower the vehicle if it was raised and test your kit for full functionality.

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Using the Wireless Remote

Mode
Mode Change Button: Pressing this button on the wireless
remote allows you to select from 3 distinct patterns with 3 Pause
adjustable speed levels for select modes.

e Fading Mode Beiier

e Strobe Mode
e Sound Activation Mode

Pause Button: Pressing this button on the wireless remote is
used to pause the kit on a solid illumination mode within the
Fading Mode.

Speed Change Button: Pressing this button on the wireless remote is used to adjust the 3 speed levels of
the selected pattern with the exception of the sound activation mode.

Power Button: Pressing this button on the wireless remote allows you to turn the kit on and off.

Reprogramming the Wireless Remote:

To reprogram an existing or a new wireless remote to the control box, please follow the procedures as
listed. With the kit off but power ran to the control box, press and hold down the receiver button that is located on
the side of the control box. While holding this button down, press the mode button on the wireless remote for 5
seconds and then release both buttons. Press the power button on the wireless remote to confirm that the wireless
remote works with your kit.
