Warning: We highly recommend that this kit be installed by a licensed professional. Any failure of this kit due to improper installation will void all warranties. Be sure to 
power and test your Single Color Marine Lighting Kit for full functionality prior to installation by connecting the tubes to the power wire and applying the power wire 

directly to a 12 volt power source, the black wire to a strong ground source and disconnecting once you have checked for full functionality.

Please read the following instructions thoroughly before installing this 

Single Color Marine Lighting Kit 

 

 
1. Prior to installing this kit, it is highly recommended that 

you mock up each of the lighting tubes to your planned 
mounting locations, this will ensure that you don’t run 
into any issues once you start to mount each lighting 
tube. Some good mounting locations include under the 
gunnels, inside of your cabin or around your console, but 
each tube can be virtually mounted in any location. 

 
2. Route and secure the included 10’ power wire to your auxiliary or accessory power switch that is located on your boat’s console using 

zip ties. Note: Be sure that this power wire is being connected to a 12 volt power source. If you are connecting the power wire to an 
aftermarket switch, be sure that it is connected to your boat’s breaker system. We do not recommend powering this kit directly from 
the battery. 

 
3. Once the power wire is routed and secured, connect a light bar to the power wire using the male to female modular connectors. When 

connecting the lighting tubes to the power wire or to each other, be sure that the male and female pins line up correctly before 
connecting the tubes and tightening the waterproof screw cap. Not aligning the pins correctly could cause them to break and make the 
lighting tube fail. Note: When connecting the lighting tubes together, be sure that the O-Ring on the female connector is properly seated 
before tightening the waterproof screw cap. Failure to seat the O-Ring correctly will result in the connection not being fully waterproof. 
 

4. Once the first light bar is connected to the lead power wire, you can finish connecting the other tubes using the female modular 

connectors. Each lighting tube is daisy chained to the next making your installation much easier. Use the included double sided stick 

tape and the mounting brackets and screws to secure the tubes to location of your choice on the boat. If you are using the mounting 

brackets and screws for the installation, it is imperative that you do not screw through anything that will damage your boat. Note:  

LEDGlow offers 3M™ Adhesion Promoter that creates an extra layer of adhesion between the boat lighting strip and your boat. This 

promoter is not required for installation, but gives additional strength to the already included 3M™ tape. 

 

5. If the tubes are being placed on both sides of the boat, you will have to route the wiring from one of the tubes to the tubes on the other 

side of the boat. The wiring can be secured to the boat chassis using zip ties, or can be held in place by using a zip tie mount, which is 

not included with the kit purchase. 

 

6. Once the light bars are mounted on your boat, you can now power up the system by applying the red power wire to the 12 volt 
power source and connecting the black wire to a strong ground source.  

 
7.    Once all of your tubes are fully installed and powered, power the system on to ensure they are functioning properly. 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

ONE YEAR NON-TRANSFERRABLE LIMITED WARRANTY AND DISCLAIMER 
  

LEDGlow Lighting, LLC ("LEDGlow") warrants to the original retail consumer purchaser, and not any other purchaser or subsequent owner, that this Product will be free from defects in material 

or workmanship for a period of one (1) year from the purchase date.  This warranty does not cover any Product that is (1) installed incorrectly, or (2) damaged by collisions, vandalism, 

other accidents, or similar causes. 

 

For a period of one (1) year from the date of purchase, at no charge to the Purchaser, LEDGlow will repair or replace this Product if it is determined by LEDGlow to be defective.  After the 

warranty period, the Purchaser must pay all charges for parts and labor. 

 

Coverage under this warranty is only valid within the United States, including its territories, as well as in certain other countries.  Purchasers should check our website, www.LEDGlow.com, to 

determine the warranty coverage in the countries in which they are located. 

 

LEDGlow does not warrant the installation of the Product, which is the sole responsibility of the Purchaser.  Installation should be done by licensed professionals.  Improper installation may 

cause damage to the Product and any vehicle in which it is installed, and may cause burns and electrical injury to individuals.  LEDGlow’s warranty does not cover any expenses incurred in 

removing Products that are defective or re-installing replacement Products in their place. 

 

During the warranty period, to have the Product repaired or replaced, the Purchaser must return the Product, freight prepaid by the Purchaser, to LEDGlow (but for customers in the contiguous 

United States, LEDGlow will pay the shipping charges if any Product fails during the first thirty (30) days after purchase).  The Product must be returned in its original carton or in a similar 

package affording an equal degree of protection.  LEDGlow will return the repaired or replaced Product, freight prepaid, to the Purchaser.  LEDGlow does not provide Purchasers with temporary 

replacement units during the warranty period or at any other time. 

  

This limited warranty is non-transferrable and will automatically terminate if the original retail consumer purchaser resells the Product or transfers the vehicle on which the Product is installed.  An 

“original retail consumer purchaser” is a person who originally purchases the Product, or a gift recipient of a new Product that is in its original packaging and unopened. 

  

This limited warranty is subject to all of the following terms and conditions: 
TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1.  NOTIFICATION OF CLAIMS; WARRANTY SERVICE: IF PURCHASER BELIEVES THAT A PRODUCT IS DEFECTIVE IN MATERIAL OR WORKMANSHIP, WRITTEN NOTICE WITH AN EXPLANATION 

OF THE CLAIM SHALL BE GIVEN PROMPTLY BY PURCHASER TO LEDGLOW.  ALL WARRANTY CLAIMS MUST BE MADE WITHIN THE WARRANTY PERIOD, AND ANY PRODUCTS RETURNED TO 

LEDGLOW MUST BE SHIPPED IN ACCORDANCE WITH LEDGLOW’S PROCEDURES (INCLUDING USE OF RMA NUMBERS SUPPLIED BY LEDGLOW AFTER NOTIFICATION).  THE REPAIR OR
